Installing Unit in a Sliding Window

1. Attach support brace to platform as shown.

Use adjustment bolt and hex flange nut to complete
assembly. Choose slot and adjustment bolt hole
locations that will create a 45 degree angle between
platform and support brace. Try assembly in the
window to determine if platform will rest properly, and
allow proper slope (3/16-inch lower on outside).

NOTE: If you are planning to use a siding-
protection board (see Step 5) on the outside of your
house, hold board in place when testing assembly in
window.

2. Measure, and lightly mark a line 8-11/16 inches
from window jamb.

NOTE: If any sash stop protrudes more than 1
inch from the side window jambs, the 8-11/16-inch
measurement must be increased accordingly.
Screen and storm window frames may also require
adjustments to the measurement.

To install in windows having no flanges or wood stops
on the top and side jambs, the channels and panel
frame must fit against a mating flange (or 1/16-inch
max. thick angle) attached to the window jambs.
Figure A shows this angle installed. Figures B & C
show alternate treatments. On the sash side of the
opening, the leading corner of the inner sash
becomes the flange. You can purchase the angle
strip locally.

Installing the Unit in a Casement
Window

NOTE: Open the window the maximum amount to
allow for clearance of the cabinet. The crank handle
should be removed to allow the platform to be
fastened to the jamb. If the window cannot open far
enough (more than 15-1/2 inches) for the cabinet to
clear the window, remove the window entirely by
drilling out the rivets. Bolts can serve as the pivots in
the future.

To avoid crank handle and window clearance
problems, the unit can be installed in a stationary
sash section. However, the horizontal mullion and the

2 glass panels must be removed before installation.

Press@ Sleep button toinitiate the sleep mode. In
this mode the selected temperature willincrease by
2°F/1(or 2)°C 30 minutes afterthe mode is selected.
The temperature will thenincrease by another 2°F/
1(or 2)°C afteran additional 30minutes. This new
temperature will be maintained for6 hours before it
returns to the originally selected temperature. This
ends the Sleep mode and the unit will continue to
operate as originally programmed. The Sleep mode
program can be cancelled at any time during
operation by pressing the Sleep button again.

CHECK FILTER FEATURE:

Press @ Checkfilter button to initiate theis feature.
This featureis areminder to clean the Air Filter for
more efficientoperation. The LED(light) will illumi-
nate after 250 hours of operation. To reset after
cleaning thefilter, press the Check Filter button and
the light will go off.

ENERGY SAVER FEATURE:

PressEnergy saver button to initiate this function.
This function is available on COOL, DRY, AUTO
(only AUTO-COOLING and AUTO-FAN) modes.The
fan will continue to run for 3 minutes after the
compressor shuts off.The fan then cycles on for 2
minutes at 10 minute intervals until the room
temperature isabove the set temperature, at which
time the compressor turns back on and Cooling
Starts.

FOLLOW ME FEATURE:(on some models)
O// Light flashing

This feature can be activated from the remote
control ONLY. The ranote control serves as

a remote thermostat allowing for the precise
temperature control at its location.

To activate the Follow Me feature, point the remote
control towards the unit and press the Follow Me
button. The remote display is actual temperature at
its location. The remote control will send this signal
to the air conditioner every 3 minutes interval until
press the Follow Me button again.If the unit does not
receive the Follow Me signal during any 7 minutes
interval, the unit willbeep to indicate the Follow Me
mode has ended.

TO SELECT THE OPERATING MODE:

To choose operating mode, press@ Mode button.Each
time you press the button, amode is selected ina
sequence thatgoes from Auto, Cool, Dry and Fan. The
indicator light beside will be illuminated and remained
on once the mode is selected.

The unitwill initiate automatically the Energy Saver
function under Cool, Dry, Auto(only Auto-Cooling and
Auto-Fan) modes.

Tooperate on Auto feature:

*When you set the air conditioner in AUTO mode, it will
automatically select cooling, heating(cooling only models
without), or fan only operation depending on what
temperature you have selected and the room temperature.

® The air conditioner will control room temperature
automatically round the temperature point set by you.

¢In thismode, the fan speed cannot be adjusted, it starts
automatically ata speed according tothe room
temperature.

Tooperate on Fan Only:

e Use this function only when cooling is notdesired,such
as forroom air circulation orto exhaust stale air(on
some models). (Remember to open the vent during this
function, butkeep itclosed during cooling for maximum
cooling efficiency.) You can choose anyfan speedyou
prefer.

e During this function, the display will show the actual
room temperature, not the set temperature as in the
cooling mode.

eIn Fanonly mode ,the temperature is not adjusted.

Tooperate onDry mode:

e|n this mode, the air conditioner will generally operate
in the form of a dehumidifier. Since the conditioned
space is a closed or sealed area, some degree of
cooling will continue.

TIMER: AUTO STARTISTOP FEATURE:

¢ When the unitis on or off, first press @Timer button, the
TIMER ON indicator light illuminates. It indicates the Auto
Start program is initiated.

e When the time of TIMER ON is displayed ,press the Timer
button again, the TIMER OFF indicator light illuminates.
It indicates the Auto Stop program is initiated.

¢ Press or hold the UP or DOWN button to change the Auto
time by 0.5 hour increments, up to 10 hours,then at 1 hour
increments up to 24 hours.The control will count down the
time remaining until start.

® The selected time will register in 5 seconds, and the system
will automatically revert back to display the previous
temperature setting or room temperature when the unitis
on.(when the unitis off,there is no display.)

e Turning the unit ON or OFF at any time or adjusting the
timer setting to 0.0 will cancel the Auto Start/Stop timed
program.

Now thatyou have mastered the operating procedure,
here are more featuresin your control that you should
become familiar with.

e The Coolcircuit has an automatic 3 minute time
delayed startif the unit isturned offand on quickly.
This prevents overheating of the compressorand
possible circuitbreaker tripping.The fan will
continue torun during this time.

The controlis capable of displaying temperature in
degrees Fahrenheitor degrees Celsius. To convert
from one to the other, press and hold the Left and
Right Temp/Timer buttons at the same time, for 3
seconds.

This Exhaust Control allows the air conditioner to
either circulate inside air (Closed) orexhaust airto
the outside (Open).

CARE AND CLEANING

A CAUTION

Clean your air conditioner occasionally to keep it looking
new. Be sure to unplug the unit before cleaning to
prevent chock or fire hazards.

Air Filter Cleaning

The air filter should be checked at least once a month to see
if cleaning is necessary. Trapped particles in the filter can
build up and cause an accumulation of frost on the cooling
coils.



CARE AND CLEANING

Air Filter Cleaning

¢ Take the filter by the center and pull up and out.

® Wash the filterusing liquid dishwashing detergent and warm
water. Rinse filter thoroughly. Gently shake excess water
from the filter. Be sure the filter is thoroughly dry before
replacing. Or, instead of washing you may vacuum the filter

Cabinet Cleaning

® Be sure to unplug the air conditioner to prevent shock or fire

hazard. The cabinet and front may be dusted with an oil-free
cloth or washed with a cloth dampened in a solution of warm
water and mild liquid dishwashing detergent. Rinse thoroughly
and wipe dry.

Note: Never use hot water over 40°C(104°F) to clean the
air filter. Never attempt to operate the unit without the air

filter.

% NOTE:

To prevent rust or electrical connections from being
damaged, store air conditioner in an upright position and in

a dry place.

e Never use harsh cleaners, wax or polish on the cabinet front.

e Be sure to wring excess water from the cloth before wiping
around the controls. Excess water in or around the controls
may cause damage to the air conditioner.

¢ Plug in air conditioner.

Winter Storage
If you plan to store the air conditioner during the winter,
remove it carefully from the window according to the
installation instructions. Cover it with plastic or return it to
the original carton.

TROUBLESHOOTING TIPS

Before calling for service, review this list. It may save your time and expense. This list includes common
occurrences that are not the result of defective workman-ship or materials in this appliance.

Refer to installation instructions - check with installer.

Water dripping
OUTSIDE when
unit is cooling.

Unit removing large quantity of moisture from humid room. This is normal during
excessively humid days.
